A damaged umbrella can injure you when
opening it.

Only proficient persons

Only allow proficient persons to open or
close the umbrella.

Inexperienced persons, persons with disabili-
ties, or small children can injure themselves
or other persons when opening or closing.

Light when opening

When the umbrella is opened or the ON-
OFF button is pressed, an LED light goes on.

You, other people or animals may be dis-
turbed or their perception of the environment
may be impaired.

Pay attention to your surroundings

Pay attention to your surroundings when
opening. You need enough free space
around you when opening the umbrella.

You, other persons or animals may be injured
when the device is opened out.

Closing e ———

Secure the umbrella with the closing
strap

Secure the umbrella with the closing strap
after closing. This prevents accidental
opening of the umbrella.

An umbrella opening unexpectedly can cause
injuries.

Choose a safe place

Choose a safe place for storage that is not
accessible to persons with disabilities or
children.

Playing with the umbrella can cause injury to
persons.

Do not dismantle the umbrella

Plastic bag Umbrella

» Unpack the umbrella

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Opening

You can open the umbrella by
spreading it out.

Closing strap

» Open the closing strap

Runner
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» Hold umbrella away from you, push
slider up. The umbrella spreads out and
the slider engages in the upper position.
The LED is switched on.

Switch off the LED:
» Pull slider down slightly.

Note

A battery has not yet been inserted upon
initial opening. Insert a suitable battery
when you want to use the “LED light” func-

Closing

You can close the umbrella
mechanically.

Runner

Handle

» Hold the umbrella by the handle with
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one hand and pull the runner down with
the other hand

Secure the umbrella with the closing

Replace the used battery. Re-
move the battery from the
umbrella if you are not using
the umbrella for a prolonged

period of time.

Care

The umbrella requires little
care.

Tips

You can use a damp cloth for the cover.
Do not use any cleaning product, other-
wise the cover will become permeable
to water.

A dry, soft cloth is suitable for the shaft
and handle.
